Around Town Focus
NC Blumenthal Performing Arts Center

Ingredients

Sweet potatoes, 2 lbs
Yukon potatoes, 1 lb
Applewood smoked bacon, 
5 oz.
Yellow onion, 1/2 each
Grated Parmesan cheese, 8 oz.
Flour, 5 cups
Eggs, whisked, 3 each
Olive oil, 2-3 oz.
Salt, 3 T
Cracked black pepper, 1 T

Gnocchi preparation 

� Beat egg and reserve.

� Roast sweet potatoes in 
350 degree oven until soft.

� Boil Yukon potatoes until done–
mash both together.

� Sweat bacon, add onions until
transparent. Add eggs and mix
with potato mixture.

� Add 3 cups of flour and begin
to kneed. Continue to add flour
until dough is not tacky.

� Roll into logs about 1–2” in
diameter and cut into 1/2” pieces.  

� Bring salted and oiled water to
a boil and blanch the gnocchi for
2–3 minutes until firm. Shock in
an ice bath. 

� Sautee in unsalted whole butter
just before serving.
